He should
perform them well. As a student, his first duty is to study and learn. He should be careful to his
lessons.
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Words have a lot of power. They can help or hurt, bless or curse. Unkind words do a lot of harm.

Kind words do a lot of good. We can spoil a friend's happiness by an unkind word, but cheer up a
sad heart with a kind word which costs nothing. A kind word is often more welcome than a costly
present.
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It is an age of science. Newspaper is one of the greatest contributions of science. The newspaper

brings to us news of the whole world. We shall remain in the dark if we do not read newspaper.
Students and educated persons can go through the articles written by scholars. Businessman can
get an idea of the present market-price of goods from newspaper. The politicians are able to know
the political situation of the country.
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Wealth is no doubt necessary for happiness in life. But is has a tendency to concentrate in the

hands of a few. The result is the rich become richer and the poor poorer. This is certainly a misuse
of wealth. It should be fairly distributed among all, so that it may bring happiness to the greatest
number of people in the society.
